DESCRIPTION OF EVENT: On 11 December 2012 the HGPSCLKFST mnemonic  (GPS Clock Frequency Rate) hit the Yellow High Limit on 2012/345-18:28.  The engineering team determined the ACS was not receiving GPS updates.  Decision was made to power off the GPS and then restart at next contact.
· Powered off the GPS and then back on via procedures at 2012/345-20:55
· Manually uploaded an S-band command load and uplinked ground ephemeris for ACS while GPS was out of order
· GPS found a positive fix and navigation was OK at 2012/346-02:28. 
· With GPS stable, procedures were run to switch back to GPS supplying orbit on-board to the ACS at 2012/346-15:49
